Visitors may be subjected by the two (2) year home residency requirement by the U.S. Department of State at
the time their visa is granted. Visitors may be subject to this requirement if they are sponsored by a government
or are pursuing knowledge in a field that appears on the skills list. This list is a set of skills that foreign countries
determine their nation to be in short supply, so they require their citizens obtaining these skills to return to their
home country for two (2) years after their program concludes. In some cases, visitors can petition to waive the
Two (2) year requirement.
